PERT PROGRAM MENTORING POLICIES AND GUIDELINES

1. The chosen mentor should be a Pima Community College biology faculty member.  However, mentors in other PCC departments (such as chemistry) will be considered.

2. A course or workshop in pedagogy shall be taken prior to, or concurrently, with the semester of observation.

Observation Semester

Once a relationship and agreement with the chosen mentor has been established, the

postdoc will inform Teresa Kudrna as to the name of the mentor and the course title.

The postdoc will observe a class or parts of two classes taught by the teaching mentor and will meet with the teaching mentor at least two other times during the semester.

Following each class attendance or mentor meeting, the postdoc should inform Teresa Kudrna that this occurred.  This is for tracking purposes.

Teaching Semester

1. The mentor will observe the postdoc for a minimum of three lectures and three lab classes during the semester.

2. Teaching mentors should notify Teresa Kudrna of the dates that they observed the postdoc (for tracking purposes).

3. Mentor and postdoc will meet a minimum of three times during the semester to allow the mentor to critique and otherwise assist the postdoc. The ideal time to meet would be right after the mentor has observed the postdoc in class.

4.  Postdocs are encouraged to be videotaped during teaching as this would serve as an important pedagogical tool.

5.  The postdoc will distribute a numerical course evaluation to students before the end of the semester.  It is crucial that students complete these forms. Teresa will provide you with this form.  Please provide Teresa with copies of all completed student evaluations.

6.  After the semester of teaching is complete, the mentor will submit a detailed evaluation of the postdoc’s teaching abilities, areas that may need improvement and ideas to help the postdoc.

4. Likewise, the postdoc will submit an evaluation of his/her teaching experience, outlining what was learned, what would be changed, ideas for improvement.
