Below are all of the MLT classes taught at Pima Community College.  Some are only offered in the fall, and some are only offered in the spring.  Note that in spring 2007, we will offer MLT 251, which is usually only offered in the fall.  Next to the class is the weekly seat time required for that class as well as the credit that the students earn from the class and the instructors “load” for the class.  Load is calculated based on a combination of hours of class time spent in lab and hours of class time spent in lecture.  A lecture period is loaded at “1” load, and a lab period is loaded at” 0.7” load.  As of fall 2006, Adjunct faculty pay is $652.00/load hour.  Descriptions for all of these classes can be found at:
